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. Section 6. AMENDMENT. Prior to the sale of a Residential Unit, 
the Developer may amend these Bylaws. These Bylaws may be 
otherwise amended, altered or rescinded by the Board of Directors 
at any regular or special meeting; provided, however, that at no 
time shall the Bylaws conflict with the terms of the Declaration or 
the Articles of Incorporation or the Master Association 
Declaration. Until such time as the Developer relinquishes control 
of the Association, no amendments to those Bylaws shall be 
effective unless the Developer shall have joined in and consented 
thereto in writing. No Amendment, alteration or modification of 
these Bylaws shall be made which affects the rights or privileges 
of any Institutional First Mortgagee, nor may these Bylaws be 
rescinded. without the express, prior written consent of all 
Institutional First Mortgagees so affected, and any attempt' to 
amend, alter, modify or rescind contrary to this prohibition shall 
be of no force or effect. 

Section 7. VALIDITY. If any provision of these Bylaws, or part 
thereof, shall be adjudged invalid or become unenforceable in law 
or in equity, the same shall not affect the validity of any other 
provision, or part thereof and the remaining provisions of this 
instrument shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and 
effect.
